7. �Speaking in tongues is not mentioned in the later books 
of the New Testament. 
 
Speaking in tongues is last mentioned in the Bible in  
1 Corinthians which was written in 55 AD. Most books of 
the Bible were written after 55 AD, the last being the Book 
of Revelation which was written  between 94-96 AD.

8.� Speaking in tongues is inferior to Prophecy.
